Partnership, ktére Prezydent Miasta przekazat mi celem udzielenia odpowiedzi, uprzejmie
informuje:

Netherlands Water Partnership (NWP) jest organizacjg zrzeszajaca przedsiebiorcéw, organizacje
pozarzadowe, jednostki naukowe oraz jednostki administracji rzgdowej i samorzgdowej. Celem
dziatania NWP jest koordynacja wspoétpracy w zakresie inicjowania i wdrazania zréznicowanych,
zrownowazonych rozwigzan z obszaru sektora wodnego. NWP organizuje konferencje, wystawy,
czy misje zagraniczne, utatwia i posredniczy we wspotpracy zagranicznej (w zakresie sektora
wodnego) pomigdzy Holandig a innymi krajami. Organizacja od kilku lat wspdtpracuje
z Poznaniem, czesto wystepujac w roli przedstawiciela firm holenderskich. Dziatalnosé NWP
finansowana jest ze srodkéw z programu holenderskiego rzagdu — Partners for Water. Ze $rodkéw
przyznanych w ramach grantu z programu Partners for Water w latach 2011-2012 opracowano
Strategie Rozwoju Rzeki Warty.

Podpisany w dniu 31.10.2017 r. list intencyjny wyraza che¢ Miasta Poznania i Netherlands Water
Partnership do dalszej wspétpracy. Przede wszystkim strony planujg wspdlne dziatania w zakresie
opracowania procesu instytucjonalizacji etapu wdrozenia Strategii Rozwoju Rzeki Warty.
Opracowana w 2012 r. Strategia, ktérej autorami byt polsko-holenderski zespét jest konsekwentnie
realizowana. Miasto Poznan dokonato w 2014 r. aktualizacji studium uwarunkowan i kierunkéw
zagospodarowania przestrzennego, sukcesywnie realizuje projekty inwestycyjne i dziatania
o charakterze miekkim zlokalizowane nad rzekg. Nalezy podkresli¢, iz dalsza aktywnos$¢
inwestycyjna jest w duzej mierze uzalezniona od zaangazowania partneréw prywatnych jak
np. wiascicieli nieruchomosci nadwarcianskich i inwestorow. W ramach wspotpracy partnerzy
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holenderscy przedstawiajg sposoby angazowania kapitatu prywatnego w realizacji waznych
inwestycji infrastrukturalnych, czy rozwigzania technologiczne w zakresie zagospodarowania
terenéw nadrzecznych. Doéwiadczenie Holendréw jest szczegdlnie istotne w projektowaniu
inwestycji bezposrednio sasiadujgcych z rzekg, a w Poznaniu tego typu projekty planowane s3
m.in. na Starotece (projekt ,Portowo”), czy na terenie Elektrocieptowni Garbary. W dotychczas
zorganizowanych warsztatach z ramienia Miasta Poznania udziat wzigli przedstawiciele
srodowiska naukowego oraz Regionalnego Zarzadu Gospodarki Wodnej. Kolejne spotkania ze
strong holenderskg zostang zaplanowane na poczatku 2018 roku.

Ponadto nalezy podkresli¢, iz podpisanie listu intencyjnego wzmacnia szanse Poznania na kolejny
grant z programu Partners for Water. Konferencja International Water Week Amsterdam 2017,
w trakcie ktérej podpisano list, jest jedng z najwigkszych tego typu imprez na swicie.
W tegorocznej edycji Poznan zostat wyrézniony za konsekwentng realizacje ,powrotu miasta nad
rzeke’, a prezydent Jacek Jaskowiak wzigt udziat w forum lideréw, obok wiodarzy
m.in. Amsterdamu, Nowego Jorku, Rotterdamu, Singapuru, czy Tirany.

1. Context

The City of Poznan is one of the leading cities in Poland regarding climate resilience
and sustainable river development. The developments of the River Warta integrate
social, environmental and economic aspects. The City of Poznan involves local
communities, entrepreneurs, knowledge’s institutes and other stakeholders and has
initiated and set up international partnerships with experts.

On June 26t and 27 2017, the Netherlands Water Partnership has organized a field
trip to Poznan in which representatives of the Dutch Water Sector
(KuiperCompagnons and QStone Capital) have met with the deputy mayor of the
City of Poznan ("COP”) and his officals. Purpose was to assess possibilities to
revitalize the original Warta River Development Plan as formulated in the
“Development Strategy for the Warta River” document in 2012 (“Strategy
Document 2012").

A follow up meeting with the mayor of Poznan and his deputy has been organized
on September 7" and 8. The outcome of this meeting was that a memorandum of
understanding will be formulated that will be announced during the Amsterdam
International Water Week 2017.

2. Objectives, Rationale and Scope

The objective of this MOU is to form a Joint Development Plan with the task to
translate the Strategy Document 2012 into concrete development and investment
modules and to start development and construction. This includes creating
necessary supporting infrastructure and facilitating private sector investments.
Sustainable city development and climate resiliency are amongst the considerations
that could be taken into account in executing this. By forming a Joint Development
Plan, co-operation between Polish and Dutch partners as mentioned in this MOU
will be continued and strengthened.

3. Funding

This MOU is not a commitment to provide funding of any kind. Given that NWP's
activities concerning the River Warta Development are funded from the Partners for
Water Program, NWP's commitment is dependent on the approval of the 2018
Annual Partners for Water Plan, that has to be approved by the Dutch government.

4. Communication

Communication about this MOU will be through a pre-agreed press release.
Communication to external parties in Poland will be the responsibility of the City of
Poznan. Communication to external parties in the Netherlands will be the
responsibility of NWP.

5. Duration
This MOU is at-will and may be modified by mutual consent of authorized officials

of the entities which signed this document.
